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Mr. Jiang Yigiao is an internationally recognized artist in peony painting and calligraphy in
North American. He followed his father’s style who was the first disciple of the painting

master Li Kuchan.

Master Jiang Yigiao's works were collected by the Chinese Embassy in the USA after he
was invited to demonstrate his skills by the US Congress. His work was collected by the
Indian Embassy in the USA at the inauguration ceremony of the US President. His other
works have been collected by the United Nations Headquarters, the North American Head
Office of Xinhua News Agency, and the Overseas Chinese Affairs Office of the State Council
of China.

At the Hollywood International Film Festival stage, New York 37th, and Los Angeles 21st
World Art Fair, Mr. Jiang demonstrated his work, which was donated to an auction for a

charity. A 16 square foot peony painting and calligraphy, sold for 240 thousand US dollars.
